I ignore her. I calmly describe what I’m doing, how I’m rolling on the condom, how hard my cock is, how big she’s making it by begging like this. How cool the lube feels against my fingers. When I swipe a dab of it on her red, protruding anus, she stops protesting for a moment and lets out a long, deep sigh.

I’m ready. But first the little egg-shaped vibe. It’s hers—about the size of a hen’s egg, attached to a battery pack with controls. When I slip it in between the glistening lips of her pussy, it’s the first time I’ve touched her there.

“What are you . . . ?” The “on” button shuts her up. The lowest setting, a gentle hum in her loins. MOSCOW IS BEAUTIFUL IN THE SPRING. All cities are beautiful in the spring, but Moscow is more beautiful because, after the Russian winter, Muscovites need it to be. There is a young man now, going from line to line around the city. There are no lines at the milk stores today because there is no milk. The supplies were gone by noon, and it is now nearly three. But there are lines in front of certain garages and apartment blocks where the black market dealers operate, and any one of them could be selling milk.

He hurries from line to line, staying just long enough to find out what is being sold, then hurries on to the next line. He isn’t joking or talking politics or showing off to the women, who are ethereally beautiful right now. Everyone has begun to notice it, even the old men are aware of a musky imminence floating in the rays of the late-day sun.

The young man is tall and well built, good-looking enough that the women notice him, smile at him. He is as pale as milk himself. He grew up in the Ukraine but was chosen to become an engineer and brought to Moscow. He knows no one in the city, and isn’t likely to. All the money he has, or can get, everything that he can sell or trade, has gone for milk. Like any drunk, he cares about nothing but getting another glass, another bottle, and he stumbles around the city in a daze, thinking of nothing but pure, sweet milk.

Today he has chased the black market dealers through every district and found nothing. It’s almost dark, and the lines are breaking up. People are going home. Some have succeeded in finding what they wanted. Others have found each other. It’s been the first really warm day of the spring, and everyone seems pleased and hopeful, even those who go home with empty arms. The young man turns toward his apartment building, out of habit, and plods along, numb with failure and desire.

A very pretty young woman approaches him. Her face is almost hidden behind heavy makeup, but she is young and can still shine through her own inept artwork. She has on a tight red sweater and even tighter blue jeans. The day is cooling off quickly, but she has left the sweater unbuttoned, so that all can see how the sweater presses her breasts together and lifts them up, asking to be touched and kissed. The valley between them is pink with the cool breeze, and her nipples have hardened against the cloth of the sweater. She smiles up at him.

“Would you like to see my apartment? It’s very pretty. I live alone.”

“No, no. I have to meet someone.”

The young man is in the hallway outside their door when his legs suddenly become useless with a lack of purpose and refuse for a moment to continue. He leans against the door of the couple’s flat, the one door they still use. He isn’t listening, isn’t doing anything at all, and yet he can’t help hearing from behind the door the soft crying of a baby. It isn’t a plaintive crying, but the self-soothing crying of a baby putting itself to sleep, and still more softly and distantly he hears the cooing of its mother encouraging its efforts, soothing and gentling her baby off to sleep. He has heard a baby in the building before, but the flats are old, the walls are thick, and he never knew that it was so nearby, that right across the hall from him a mother and a child were going through all the rhythmic rituals that are such a distant memory for him. His cheek is pressed against the wood of the door, and his hand caresses its grain. Without a sound he too begins to cry, not painfully or loudly, but with all his soul.

Without thinking, he knocks on the door. He is startled by the sound and wonders where it comes from. Before he understands that it was he who made it, the door opens. There stands the woman. He has never been so close to her before. She is small, with wide hips and big breasts, swollen now with milk for her child. She is wearing a sweatshirt with the name of an American rock-and-roll band, and blue jeans that show the shape of her legs and thighs. She is over thirty, much older than the young man, but her face is soft. She looks just a little surprised. His face is wet, but he forgets that. His legs still won’t move, and he stands looking at her, the tears standing in his eyes. She takes his shoulder and brings him into the flat. As soon as she touches him, he is able to move again. She quietly shuts the door, and with no sound and in a single gesture she lifts the sweatshirt over her head. Her breasts are white as milk, as soft as milk, heavy with milk. Her nipples are big and thick and dark. As soon as the shirt is off they begin to wrinkle and reach toward him. She lifts her right breast with her hand and looks at him. He is again paralyzed. As though the breast had been rejected, she lifts the left one and looks at him. Then she understands that he cannot move without her, and she puts her hand behind his neck, to draw him toward her.

I MET HIM AT A JAZZ CLUB IN HOLLYWOOD —Lucky Seven. The club’s gone now, another California dream that burned itself out after a few months of money-draining idealism. It didn’t mean shit, because you could make up your résumé as you went along. No one with any power cared if you could play, anyway; they just cared about who you’d played with. The new kid’s exuberance was surprising.

“Cool,” he said, smiling at me and looking me in the eye.

She reasons she is young, that she had never foreseen or predicted anything. She is still beautiful and now deserted.

One month ago Ted had a heart attack, and the doctors now have given him days, a week at most, to live. Faith can only remember their shoes, never raising her head to the incorrigible hospital white that has followed her now for a month like a hot ending, where light obliterates breath and water and flesh.

It happened at dinner, at a nothing little place in the Valley they had stopped at after a screening at Warner Bros. It happens to everyone just like this, Faith had thought. You are sitting on the toilet, having dinner at a fast-food restaurant, putting bleach into the washing machine, and you go, or start the slow process. He had slumped onto the food, his hand pushing chow mein onto the tablecloth. She had gone wild, remembering nothing until after the sedation, when Ted was lying in bed at home, next to a nurse, the stink of his dying crawling through the long halls.

Ted was an agent at William Morris and Faith was an agent’s wife. She had never worked. She was addicted to a certain amount of Valium and Percodan; they softened the edges. She had coped for twenty years to make sure she was everything Ted wanted her to be. Valium helped. Perfection helped. A smooth face. A smooth house.

Ted had big-star clients and a big house and they were in astonishing debt. There were two mortgages and payments were late. Their matching Jaguars had been bought on time and letters had come in for repossession. Out of seventeen cards, only three were not at the limit. No health insurance. No life insurance. No savings. She had paid for the hospital with a credit card. She was drawing money on the last credit cards to pay for the nurses. She had put the Jasper Johns up for sale, but the dealer had explained it was a minor piece and there were no takers. She kept her jewelry. She wouldn’t sell her jewelry. Now she wore as much of it as she could.

Neither had any family, children, good friends. Faith had stopped talking when she realized she would be left with nothing at his death. Maybe her clothes. The days were a game; she shut everything out, helping with Ted’s catheter and bedpan, cleaning the mucus running down to his lips, under his pink, upturned eyes and calcimined lids. Ted’s organs wouldn’t work. She would touch the sponge to the pale ash of his skin, falling inward like dry-rotted wood, then walk past the nurse into the bathroom.

There she would wash her hands repeatedly with liquid soap, spray herself with Chanel No. 19, redo the makeup on her face several times. Once she masturbated, with the nurse in the next room. The makeup had to be right. She tried to speak to herself in the mirror, but that’s where the numbness was. Now it was three Valiums a day, sometimes four, and the wait.

She noticed only the sky, began to study it each evening and tried to reeducate herself on color. She noticed her face, the immediate world before her, where her feet walked, how to close a door quietly like it had never been opened. Every evening she got into her silver Jaguar and drove along Mulholland Drive, watching the sky. Certain dusks she was bewildered, questioning; other times, impatient. It made her feel like a child in her deadened flesh; it made her feel something.

She remembered as a little girl watching skies and asking things her parents couldn’t answer. Then, as an adult, she hadn’t paid attention for over twenty years. There were stars, and sunsets. Each moment became an aphasia and a halt. Winds would shift and stutter, smelling of other lives.

It is her birthday today, and this October in Los Angeles is over one hundred degrees. There have been brush fires destroying new construction in the northern Valley mountains, and the Santa Anas have begun to light the sky with the char of oil and bundled wood. It is an arsonist’s sky, Faith thinks, sore, inflamed, and livid.

Storm clouds are coming in fast, leaking wet lavender and coarse gray violets into the edge. She sees aubergine and peach light in the west; a blue she remembers on Mexican tile. She takes the curves of Mulholland slowly, staying close to the yellow line. On her car radio she hears there will be an electrical storm tonight; no chance, no percentages, the storm is already here.

She parks on Mulholland and lights a cigarette in her car. Her hands are numb and her left leg has fallen asleep. She will wait for the thunder and lightning. She has all the time in the world.

It begins with heavy, dusty drops of rain and the sound of the elements colliding, rumbling, like an elevator dropping. Then white light in veins, like the veins of a man’s arm running from the wrist to the shoulder, then nothing. If God is a man, then these are his arms; if God is a woman, then these are her lover’s, Faith reasons.

She wonders if, at this moment, her husband has died. If she should be there, or here to see him rise. She wonders if the nurse is frantic and cursing her. No one knows how tired she is, and in her soothing air-conditioned car she tries to cry, thinking the storm will let it out. It is dangerous sitting on the top of a mountain in a car during an electrical storm. It is dangerous not to be able to feel.

Faith massages her leg and decides to drive down into the Valley, from here a shallow pond covered with fireflies and damp air. At dusk she will drive through alleys full of pillowless couches, dead plants, and stacks of magazines. She understands why pretty things get thrown away.
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Faith has driven for an hour, past tract houses and sex stores, magnolia trees and carpets of ivy. The storm is getting stronger. Lightning frames inconsequential things she normally wouldn’t see when she drives: plaster elves and birdbaths, dogs turning corners, women counting money in glassed-in motel offices, the moments when street lights turn on.

Children stand on front lawns and gape at the storm, then squeal, running around in circles. People are driving strangely, making wide left turns and almost hitting curbs, stopping for no reason and yelling at the driver next to them. Faith is hungry, thinks she should stop for a taco, but there are too many fast-food stands for her to be able to make a decision. The possibilities of taking one firm step in any direction are endless; she will keep driving tonight until the car runs out of gas. She doesn’t know what else to do.

She is on Victory Boulevard headed into the flat gape of the West Valley, when, just out of Reseda, she sees a carnival on a vacant lot. It’s a cheap one, with ten or twelve rides, and has been set up overnight. Each ride is lit with blinking lights and moving up and out into the sky at a different angle and rhythm. She thinks of big bands in the forties where men stand up and point their horns up and down, tapping their polished shoes, polished as Ted’s doctor’s shoes walking down deliberate and well-understood corridors.

She puts on a tape of Harry Connick Jr. and drives onto the dirt lot where she can park and watch the carnival. She turns the air conditioner off and rolls down the windows, letting the tropical blast of night air clean the car out, make it part of the scene. She turns the headlights of and watches people move in the dark toward the lights of the carnival.

The odor of smoke hovers in the trees, distilling the blinking neon. It is the burnt oil from the giant, rocking machines. There are no families here, only some scattered Mexican couples and women she reasons are just like her, walking through the electricity, stumbling to the lights, the rock and roll, the cotton candy, and chili dogs. They are alone, walking toward anything that gives light, anything that carries a pulse.

And then there are the men. They stand by parked cars, just beyond the streetlights, combing their hair with one knee up, attentive and silent, their silhouettes dark bronze and featureless.

They are homosexual, Faith thinks: I’ve seen them before. Two days ago, she had been at . . . she had been at a park at dusk, driving, stopping and thinking, when she had seen them, hanging around rest rooms under palms and at the edges of orange-tree borders, absolutely still. Then combing their hair and checking their watches, walking in and out of the rest rooms in a monotony, into other men’s cars, where their heads would disappear, then back into the scalding Valley sun. She had watched for hours that slow evening, falling asleep, then waking up when a bum had knocked at her window.

It was a hunt. She wondered if tonight she was hunting, if carnivals like this are made for the hunt, where people who are lost come to eat. She only wanted the numbness to last forever. She would go on every ride twice, there was enough money. Today.

This is an October of fire that travels by wind and men she cannot see. Faith looks in her purse for Valium, cigarettes, and money. Checking, checking. Her lips must be repainted. It’s her birthday. She takes a Valium and lines her lips, runs her hands through her hair, and realizes she can’t feel her hair, lights another cigarette, and slowly gets out of her car.

She does not know why she is here except she cannot sit in Ted’s room anymore with a nurse she will never see again. The house will be taken away from her, put up for sale, and there aren’t even pictures of it, or scrap-books. They never kept scrapbooks, considering it unsophisticated. There would be nothing by Christmas. Only a sense of something torn, drawers emptied, and new cities, hotel rooms, and planes.

Her high heel catches on a rock and she falls down, then gets up and steadies herself. The men in the shadows say and do nothing. She can hear only the shifting of boots, a car door quietly closing behind her. The wind of the storm pushes her beige silk dress against her body. There is no front gate, no entry to focus us; the rides are scattered and form a messy line that reaches to the back of the dirt lot.

She thinks of all the places she’s never been to, of living naked in the trees, sleepwalking through gardens and beaches and trains with private rooms. She realizes she has never traveled with her husband to a destination that is completely foreign. At the front booth of the first ride she hands the girl ten dollars for ten dollars’ worth of tickets. There are no smiles, and Faith assumes they are both silent women.

The half-empty carnival is full of color and movement, defying the regular flashes of lightning. God is taking pictures tonight, Faith thinks. Each ride has its own music playing, and Faith decides not to choose, but walk to the first one and keep going down the line. Until she reaches the last ride. That one she will ride until her money runs out. Then she will drive until her gas runs out. Then she will lie down and sleep.

Faith walks past revolving, empty kiddie rides; scratched teacups, tiny boats, and sports cars in Day-Glo glitter under dirty pink-and-yellow tents. They are attached to the motor by chains. There isn’t a carousel with beautifully painted horses, or anything remotely innocent here. This is a carnival for children used to chipped toys. And they are home tonight, listening to the thunder.

She gives a ticket to a freshly scrubbed man with jowls and gin blossoms, pink as a pig. He runs the Tilt-a-Whirl and straps her carefully into the red oval chair. She feels secure now. Complete and ready. She will spin hard in a silence until there is no world around her. This is good.

She feels she is on the edge of the Pacific, her face the hue of cold mist. Her feet tense. She can feel something. Of becoming another element, of tasting salt and anything that gives life, controls the moon, and eats away cliffs.

It is at this moment that she sees a man staring at her. Standing against the ticket booth to the Octopus, a black iron, pink-lit spider ride, he is ugly and damned and he smiles. The ride heaves and sways in jagged stretches, like any animal used to crawling on ocean bottoms, drinking the life around it. The tiny cars at the end of each of the Octopus arms spin under the electrical storm, up and down to the Rolling Stones’ “Sympathy for the Devil.” She can see there is only one couple on the ride. The woman has curly, jet-black hair and it is falling in her face. She is screaming, exquisitely frightened, and her boyfriend or husband or brother is laughing, his arm around her and his hand massaging her breast.

Faith feels like a fool sitting on the Tilt-a-Whirl, numb and dazed in her beige silk dress with her hands in her lap and her legs crossed as if she were at a cocktail lounge. But this is what she wants; to be out of place, foreign, traveling in circles. She focuses her eyes so she stares past him but can watch him without effort.

The man staring at her doesn’t have a shirt on and his shoulders are dirty, watery from the sudden shift of rain that breaks the static in the air like urine. She wants to watch this man and knows she can. The fat man is making her sit here, strapped, until more people show up for the ride.

The man staring at her is the most muscular man she has ever seen. Not a bodybuilder, but just huge and hard, with tattoos crawling up his scarred arms. She discerns women riding dragons, skulls and hatchets and clouds covering his shoulders. There is an eagle in flight across his chest, one of its wings touching his nipple, which is pierced. She looks at the ground, then looks up again, sees he is still watching her.

She sees his eyes, sable brown and feminine, almond-shaped with thick lashes. The rest of his face is horrible, as if he’s been in an accident. The kind of accident men get into when they get loaded and fight each other. His nose is flat and flared, smashed up and broken, and his lips are bulbous, brooked under a pencil-thin mustache. He is bald and pockmarked, with oversize ears that point up at an obscene stance. His head is too small for his body and his eyes are too large for his pitiful face. His arms and hands are immense, muscular, and he is swaybacked. She knows he is younger than she is. He doesn’t make sense to her. She is used to men who are easy to decipher, size up, control.

He spits, stretches his arms above his head in a sudden wave of rain, and lets his muscles flex, then yawns, scratches his armpit, and grins at her. His two front teeth are silver. One of his eyebrows is half-singed off. Then he looks down at his crotch and up at her, licking his lips. Faith is not frightened. She is surprised. She watches him from across the dirt lot and is entranced, thinking of the same fascination she experienced watching her first pornographic film, for those beginning minutes, until the repetition began to bore her. It’s those beginning minutes when everything is alive, Faith thinks. She realizes he has broken through. She is too tired to smile.

The Tilt-a-Whirl begins to gyrate and wheeze, spinning in half circles, undecided. The Mexican couple are in the car next to her. The ride picks up and she suddenly likes the way her back is slammed against the metal, the circles that hit hard. What is the music? Bonnie Raitt is singing “Tangled and Dark,” but only the pulse of the song comes through as the wheels of the Tilt-a-Whirl mainline and spike sparks and oil. She likes the incoherence and cacophony. She understands it. She wants everything she can understand.

When she gets off the ride, her legs are weak. He is at the gate. Smiling as though they are friends.

“You are one beautiful woman. And that car blows me away. I saw you come in, you know. I watched you. You going on all the rides tonight? I can tell. Got nothing better to do, do you? I’ll go on them with you.”

Faith walks by him. This silence is making her mad. Nothing will form in her mouth. Her vocal chords sting. She turns around and stares at his chest, his arms, and pockmarked cheeks. His bald head, covered with drops of rain.

“Bet you think I’m a carny, don’t you? I’m not. I live around the corner. I’m easy to find, baby. In the trailer park around the corner. There’s only one.”

Faith tries to breathe. Her chest is tight.

“Let’s go on the Fire Wheel. You want to? Come on. Maybe lightning’ll hit us. Maybe you’ll touch me. Maybe I’ll tell you poetry men tell women who are lost at night. Come on.”

His voice is soft and basso hoarse. He effortlessly puts his arm around Faith and walks her over to the Fire Wheel, almost lifting her off the ground. For some reason she closes her eyes. Then she knows. It is to feel another man’s arms around her, record the sensation.

“You’re stoned, aren’t you? Bet it’s some kind of rich lady’s drug. You got a couple for me? Give me some later and I’ll fuck all night. Dare me.”

His muscles are surprisingly soft or it is soft skin wrapped around stone, she is not sure. The Fire Wheel looks like an angel-food-cake pan with leather straps and caged sides. Faith can see it turns around furiously and glues people to its sides. Centrifugal force. It is orange and withering black, children’s Halloween colors. Candy corn and papier-mâché.

She doesn’t know why this man is touching her or his name or if Ted is dead. She is completely disconnected, a visitor to eight-thirty at night, a place that will be gone in the morning. She is not frightened. She is going on all the rides.

He grabs two tickets from the roll clutched in her hand. “I want you real bad, lady, I got a hard-on right now and you’re not saying a word. You let me around you and I like that. When we get on, I want you to let me touch you.”

Faith stares at his giant’s back, at his ass when he pushes ahead of her like a child.

“Come here. You can use the straps if you like. Nah, don’t use them. I want to be able to crawl all over you. Look, we’re the only people on the ride.”

He positions her next to him. Faith feels dizzy from the fourth Valium she took in the car. She might faint and suddenly she doesn’t care. She knows she will be picked up. This unnamed man’s shoulders are a foot higher than hers. He looks down at her and smiles. He strokes her hair. She stares straight ahead.

“You’re soft.”

His hands are huge and cracked; the calluses and blisters on his palms catch in her hair. He lets go and she closes her eyes again. When she opens them, he is rubbing his chest with slow, even strokes, pinching his nipples and then rubbing his chest again, rapidly. He doesn’t look at Faith, but whispers in a musical tone: “Feel the eagle on my chest. Touch him. Can you feel his wings? Can you feel his feathers? He’s flying. Feel him.”

He takes Faith’s hand and places it on the center of his chest. She doesn’t feel anything except the coarseness of tattooed flesh and his heartbeat. He takes his hand away from hers as a taunt. She quietly leaves her hand there.

“Feel my nipples. Each one. Slowly. Do it.”

The ride begins to lurch and slowly rotate. It builds its speed with a precision that takes Faith’s breath into spasms; a cancer that is colorless and suffocates. She is thrown once again against the cage wall. One of her shoes has come off and has inched up toward her shoulder. The man has pinned one arm and leg over her; she can feel his erection on her hip, extravagant and moving with the same force as his limbs.

“See how it feels, baby. To be pinned to a wall and not be able to move. And I’m right here on you, around you.”

The Fire Wheel has tilted up at a forty-five-degree angle, and they have lost gravity at the cut-rate carnival. Rain comes, then a white endurance, electric and brief, and they continue to spin, stuck to the wall, and he keeps whispering in her ear, things she cannot understand.

She does not know where he will take her, if he will be violent, if he is diseased and rambling. She is shaking her brains, she is having a good time, she is young.

“I can keep you this way forever if you like. I can keep you against a wall, allow you only your breath. We don’t have to leave. We can stay this way all night, curled in midair, anything you want.”
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It is almost one A.M. and they have been on every ride: the Paratrooper, the Round-Up, the Tilt-a-Whirl, the Zipper, the Fire Wheel, the Cliff-hanger, and the Octopus. She doesn’t remember the rest. He has whispered obscenities and hung them like doves at her neck. He has held her like a father, made her touch his genitals, and touched her vagina through her briefs, rubbing her pubic hair with his immense hands until it hurt. He’s licked her brassiere through her silk dress until there are great spots on the front that stink of his breath. He has made her close her eyes most of the night.

On solid ground her legs give way. He buys her a beer with quarters out of her purse and she does not care. She takes another Valium, thinking soon she could be someone else. He lights a cigarette and holds it to her lips. As she smokes through his hand, she smells semen and tobacco and an utterance of night that can cure, the perfume of men and chants she has suddenly heard, as if they were delivered.

Then they are dancing in the parking lot, her Jaguar door open, Harry Connick Jr. singing on the tape deck. She does not remember putting it on. The men in the shadows are there, watching, sitting on their cars. Certain cars are rattling where they are having sex. He is holding her against him with both arms and her feet are dragging the ground. She is coherent and calm. She is listening.

“I’m the poet, baby, who’s waiting for you.”

He’s ugly as a tropical flower with overwaxed leaves that fight for sunlight in the steam. She wonders if there are tattoos on his penis, if he sat, drunk, in front of the tattoo artist, keeping it hard as he wiped tiny dots of blood away as the ink went in.

“Baby, I can take you to a place where there’s an earthquake every day. In the desert between the Salton Sea and the Mexican border, where rocks move and men make women shake.”

He lets his mustache brush against her earring, then along the ridge of her ear.

“I’ll fuck you so hard and so often the only smell you’ll know is me, the only God you’ll know is me, the only food you’ll want is me. I’ll keep you wet all day and crying for me at night. I’ll lick and clean you like a dog and I won’t let you out of my sight.”

His breath smells of tequila and chocolate mints. Faith can feel it on the fine hair of her cheek. He brushes his lips against hers and she smells marijuana, motorcycle exhaust, flames. The storm has not let up, the fires have not ceased, and the carnival is still buzzing in the pitch.

“I’ll teach you how to suck my beautiful big cock and lick my balls. I’ll teach you over and over until you get it right. I’ll save all my come for you, baby. I’ll fuck you in the ass and eat your pretty pussy while I’m fucking you. I’ll comb your hair while you sleep and play with your titties while you dream of me, so you’re wet when you wake up.”

Faith rolls her head and looks at the sky. She must look at the sky. It will have answers. It will explain to her what season it is, why she is still alive, where she is.

“I’ll make you laugh. I’ll feed you snakes and wild birds. I’ll make you jewelry from Indian beads and quartz. I’ll teach you how to slow dance on the fault line, with fire under our feet, where we could drop if the earth shifts. I’ll teach you the music of rivers and canyons. I’ll drink your sweat and paint you in the sand.”

Faith almost speaks. Then closes her eyes.

“I’ll take you to Mexico and South America and we’ll get lost in towns with four-room hotels. We’ll put on shows and teach the whores how to do it. We’ll travel only on nights with no clouds so we can see the moon. I’ll love you.”

Faith begins to back away from him. His voice growls. His chest becomes tight. He squeezes his cock through his pants.

“Look at it. It’s yours. I live in a trailer park. I eat out of cans and write poetry on paper towels. I need money and I need you.”

Faith watches this man, this child animal with a broken nose and pierced nipples, and she knows he is a narcotic, the hesitation before the rush, and she is waiting. Waiting to feel it on her skin, waiting for the blood to seep through Ted’s brain and then into his lungs in the ancient language of lightning.

“So what do you do, little lady with a silk dress and a silver car? I’ll give you everything. Stay with me tonight and don’t go back. I’m desperate and alone. We’re all alone. Forget where you came from. Let me fuck the words out of your throat.”

She can hear the gasp of two men in the shadows. A car has stopped shaking. Thunder.

“What’s the matter? Can’t you talk? You’re not deaf. Or mute. You’re just playing with your own little balls of shit.”

“My husband’s dying.” Her own voice surprises her. It must belong to someone else. It sounds hollow and pinched like a Hollywood woman, an old woman who cannot be taught. Faith reasons she is already a widow and has been for many years. She steadies herself and pulls away completely from him.

“Let him die. Kill him. Kill him for me. Put the son of a bitch out of his misery. I’ll give you my address. I’m easy to find. If you want, I’ll kill him for you. I’ll be gentle. You want me to use a pillow, a gun, a knife, just let me know. I’ll fuck you after. I’ll fuck you so hard you won’t care. You wont be afraid anymore.

Faith listens to the silence, staring at him. He looks like a child.

“I got nothing to lose, lady, and there’s only one thing I want. I want a woman. I jack off all day long. I can do it for hours. I don’t care what I have to do to get you. I’m lonely and I want a woman to love me. You.”

Faith turns the ignition key.

“Come back to me when he dies.”

It is her birthday. Faith checks her lips in the rearview mirror and slowly pulls out of the lot. She will have to remember where she is.
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A week later Ted is dead. Two weeks after that Faith has bought two tickets to Cancún, converted her jewelry into dollars and pesos, put the house up for sale, and declared bankruptcy. She now talks, only about business, facts, essentials. Los Angeles is covered with the linen of crisp winter flowers and a warm midday sun, the haze of the Pacific and the sense that things are real, if only for a matter of days.

She has bought an extra ticket for the man at the carnival. If she cannot find him, she will cash it in at the airport. She has everything she owns in one bag, has bought a supply of Valium that should last a month or more. The Jaguar has been turned in and she has a rental car and she is driving through Reseda, trying to remember where the carnival was, which allotted dirt park was singed by it.

There is no trailer park. She keeps driving, looking for something that would be part of him. She is driving too fast. She rolls around a corner and suddenly finds it. It is early, and dawn comes in a henna flame. She has watched the sky every day since Ted’s death and she has promised herself she will watch it in Mexico. It is now her companion.

Faith considers what will happen in Mexico. That one day she will wake up with this man, whose skin is a childhood taste, like sickness and cough syrup. That it will end. He will walk into the jungle, wait for another woman, and hunt. She will start swimming in the Caribbean and not stop. Or maybe not swim at all.

The trailer park is just as he said it was. Around the corner, but there were a hundred vacant lots. She drives slowly down the narrow trailer-park drive, past Chinese lanterns and tiny fences. She stops the car and gets out and walks in the early A.M. shiver. He said he was easy to find.

She sees a sleeping blanket with a mass huddled in front of the office trailer. She walks over to it and looks down. She kicks it. She doesn’t care. As the bundle moves over, she sees his face covered with blood that has dried. He has been fighting.

They will sleep in Mexico, clean and oiled. She will rub his body in the sun, watch the eagle writhe under her thumb, the woman on the dragon glittering on her palm. She will absorb his desperation until they are both without language or thought.

He opens his eyes and looks up at her. He is naked under the sleeping blanket. He has lost his clothes. He smiles.

He acted scandalized by me, like I was some kind of freak, and it took all I could do to bite my tongue and not spoil that little reception by saying, ‘Hey Sam, do you ever miss your old days whoring on Dupont Circle?’ Damn, I always figured he knew more about sex than me.”

“But you grew up. . . . ”

“Yeah—into an old bag that knows more than he does!”

“Shut up.”

“An old bag with juicy fruit inside?”

“Let me taste it.”

“It’s got sand in it now.”

“You’re fussy.”

“You’re a slut. Call Carrie; tell her time waits for no blow-job queen!”

“Are you going to be jealous, after all this?”

“Maybe I will—just for the hell of it, just to see if it still has some bite.”

“Sometimes your jealousy gets you in trouble.”

“That’s the reckless thrill of it, but I haven’t been swept out to sea yet.”

“You know you are the best lover I’ve ever had.”

The tide was coming in.

“You don’t have to say that!”

“But it’s true, you are.”

“Sh . . . pick up the blankets.”

THE BUS DROPPED ME IN THE HEART OF TOWN, across from the funeral parlor, where a sign in the window read, Closed for the Season.

“No one dies much this time of year?” I asked, making small talk with the taxi driver taking me the rest of the way to the prison. “Not if they do it around here,” he replied, and then asked me if I minded if he smoked.

Before I could answer, he lit one and blew the smoke out his window. I sat in the back watching rain streak the windshield as he talked about the justice system and how “sickos like drug dealers” should be shot to save taxpayers’ money. He must have thought I worked at the prison, because he kept glancing in the rearview mirror, waiting for me to agree. I explained I was visiting a convicted marijuana smuggler, a Colombian, doing life, that it might even be love. He apologized, saying he should have kept his trap shut. He said there must be one heck of a lucky guy waiting for me inside, that all he’d ever wanted was a soft girl in his bed every night, and all he’d ever been was disappointed.

I looked away into the mountains above the distant town of Hope, the snowy ridges few had ever set foot on, and tried to picture what Angel, the lucky man, might be doing at this moment. I imagined him lying on his bunk, staring up at the dull green institutional gloss on his ceiling, with not even a crack or a ridge he could use as landmarks.

“So when’s the honeymoon?” the driver pressed. The window had steamed up, and he wiped a little space with his hand. “You going to escape? Go someplace tropical? Swimming pool, palm trees, hula-hula. You wish, huh?”

We rounded a bend at the northern end of the valley, and Toombs Penitentiary came into view. All that separated it from its sister prison, Toombs Penitentiary for Women, was the Corrections Mountain View Cemetery. Both prisons were cut off from the world by mountains so high their western flanks were always in shadow.

I’d met Angel when I visited both prisons, and the adjoining cemetery, a year ago. I had just begun freelancing and hoped to cover the story behind the high rate of inmate suicides over Christmas. “No one but the law ever wanted them when they were alive, and now no one wants them,” an official told me, indicating the forlorn tract of land, overgrown with ragweed, where the unclaimed bodies of lifers were laid to rest. Escape risks, he told me, were even buried in leg irons.

My driver let me off in the parking lot, a hundred yards from the front gate, and wished me luck. “You know, you make me jealous,” he said. “You get to go in there and be all lovey-dovey while I go back to work.” I paid him and stood for a moment watching him drive away, then turned to face the prison.

The heavy gold watch on my wrist told me it was 12:45, and I had to stand outside in the rain, waiting, until the big hand on the clock inside gave its single-digit salute to the sky. Then the guard buzzed me in. I waited some more as he went through my handbag, taking apart my fountain pen and getting ink all over his hands. I was allowed to take in with me a tube of mascara and lipstick, but not the lozenges that Xaviera Hollander, the Penthouse columnist, had recommended as a prelude to oral sex.

“Leave these in there,” he said, pointing me toward a metal locker. “And this, too.” He held up the loose tampon he’d found at the bottom of my bag. “Security measure,” he said. “An inmate could suicide himself by choking on one.”

He repacked my handbag, saying they would supply me with a substitute if I needed it. “The matron will see you next,” he said, pointing to a door marked No Exit. On the other side of the door I could hear a woman protesting.

I sat on a hard chair and waited. Angel’s sister emerged, with the redfaced matron, Miss Horis, behind her. Consuelo, which was her current alias, had told me to trust her—she could hide anything. Why wouldn’t I trust a woman who had smuggled herself and three kilos of cocaine into the country so she could pay her brother’s legal fees, and be near him? Angel told me, too, she had once smuggled a grenade in her vagina into Bella Vista prison in Colombia. The condom she’d offered to carry for me today seemed like small beer in comparison.

“Miserable enough out there for you?” Miss Horis asked, sighing as she ushered me into the No Exit room, then telling me to remove my coat, suit, blouse, underthings, and “all other personal items.” Naked, I placed both feet firmly in the middle of the mirror.

“Straddle the mirror, please, one foot on either side. That’s it. Now relax, and cough twice.”

I coughed, and Miss Horis peered in the mirror, then asked me to lift my breasts one at a time, before opening my mouth, where she checked under my tongue. “Enjoy Valentine’s Day,” she said as she left me to get dressed again.

She hadn’t mentioned the watch—obviously meant for a man’s wrist. I got dressed again and she popped her head in the door a moment later, offering me a sanitary napkin to replace the seized tampon. I shook my head no. No inmate, evidently, had yet thought of trying to suffocate himself with a Kotex.

Once inside the visiting room, I headed for the washroom, where I found Consuelo fighting with her hair. A sign informing visitors that there was No Necking, Petting, Fondling, Embracing, Tickling, Slapping, Pinching, or Biting Permitted during Visits was posted above the condom machine (foreplay might be prohibited, the machine’s presence seemed to suggest, but fucking was not). Today the machine bore another warning: Sorry. Out of Order. The word “sorry” had been crossed out.

I turned to Consuelo for the condom she was supposed to smuggle in for me, but she held out her empty hands. “I had to swallow it,” she said. “That woman, she wanted to look me in the mouth.” She said Angel and I should get married so we would be approved for private visits. But Angel and I weren’t waiting for approval. Today our names were at the top of a clandestine list for a different kind of private visit—the unsanctioned kind. I borrowed Consuelo’s comb and dragged it through my own damp tangles.

At half past one, Mr. Saygrover, the Visitors and Communications officer, led us into a hallway painted the same avocado green as the outside of the prison. He nodded to the young guard in control of the first of the iron-barred gates blocking our passageway, and the heavy steel doors parted on their runners. We crossed five more identical barriers before reaching the gymnasium.

I could see the men pressed up against the last gate, awaiting their visitors. All were dressed in green shirts and pressed trousers the same shade as the prison walls. The ritual had been the same ever since I first started visiting Angel—the men standing behind the barrier waiting and waving, and the women approaching, awkwardly, looking at one another for reassurance, like girls at a junior high turnabout sock hop. The closer we got, the longer it seemed to take the guards to open the barriers. A female guard with sweat stains in the armpits of her uniform opened the last gate. Janis Joplin’s voice came rasping out of two coffinsized speakers strapped high on the gymnasium wall. She didn’t need to tell anyone here how freedom was only another word for nothing left to lose.

The gym was decorated with red balloons and white streamers. The streamers had been affixed from corner to corner the night before and had lost their elasticity. A prison sculptor’s papier-mâché heart, trapped in barbed wire, lay on display next to the Coke machine, which was also “Out of Order.”

Visitors found seats around the long banquet tables, each one laden with the institution’s version of hors d’oeuvres: Mini Sizzlers on toothpicks, rolled cold cuts, radishes that had been sculpted to look like roses too terrified to open, a pyramid of mystery-meat sandwiches and plates of heart-shaped cookies baked by prisoners in the kitchen. My eyes moved from table to table, searching. Angel sat upright on a metal chair, arms folded across his chest. Our eyes locked. He stood up.

Nothing had changed. He didn’t speak. I couldn’t. He had a smile bittersweet as a pill for the sick at heart, a pair of lips you wanted to lick under a mustache that would keep you from getting close enough, and sad night eyes. His hair was straight and black and today he wore it tied back in a ponytail. In my last letter I’d written, “Tie your hair back so it won’t get in the way. I want to see my juice all over your face.”

Angel pulled two chairs together so we could sit facing one another, and he leaned forward and put both his arms around my neck. “I’m always afraid I’ll never see you again, that you won’t come back,” he said, breaking the silence. “I’m afraid you might find me—too available.”

I laughed as I cupped his dark face in my hands. “I wouldn’t call any man doing life behind bars too available.” His mustache, smelling of the red-hot cinnamon hearts he sucked every time I visited to hide the smell of the dark tobacco on his breath, scoured my upper lip. More than his smile or his eyes, I think it was his smell that attracted me most the first time we met, like the air before a storm, long before there is any visible sign of it.

“You look thin,” I said, sitting back in my chair. “Are you getting everything you need?” Angel sat back, too, straightening the sheet that served as a tablecloth. He picked up an orange and poked his finger into its navel.

“I’m getting your letters every day. And you’re here. What more do I need?” He kissed me, but I pulled away. “And you?” he asked.

I needed privacy. I wanted to be with Angel, alone. We’d had one chance, at the Christmas social, to spend five minutes in the toilet stall of the men’s lavatory, but I needed more time than that to fondle him, embrace, tickle, neck, pet, slap, pinch, and bite—it was all I had thought about since we’d met. I pictured him alone every night in his cell, penis erect and shining, sad as tinsel at an unattended party. I told Angel I’d rather show him a blow job than write about it, then went on to discuss the calorie count in a mouthful of sperm (one swallow contained thirty-two different chemicals, including vitamin C, vitamin B12, fructose, sulphur, zinc, copper, potassium, calcium, and other healthy things). I said I had a one-a-day multiple vitamin habit but figured I could give these up if he were willing to have oral sex once a day.

Angel told me “far” was the only place worth going, and he kissed me again. This time I didn’t stop him. He shifted on the hard chair, adjusting the bulge that strained to break out of his trousers. I squirmed on the warm metal, forcing my knees together, my sex swollen, struggling to escape. I caught two guards staring at us; I nudged Angel and we pushed back from one another. Angel held my hand underneath the table, stroking it with his thumb. “I haven’t been in the yard yet today,” he said, after a silence. We’d been having the same thought. Out there we might be alone. “How is it, outside? The weather?”

“Wet,” I said, taking a heart-shaped cookie and breaking it in half. Angel took the other half from my hands, and I watched it shrink under his mustache. “Raining.”

“Good,” he said. “Let’s walk.”

We had the yard to ourselves, almost. Two guards in a patrol vehicle slowed to look us over as we stopped to watch a pregnant doe browsing on the thick grasses outside the perimeter fence. It was the same spot, Angel said, where a half-blind bear had been shot in the autumn. Angel said the guards had fired warning shots at her, but she kept coming back. A handful of yellow-and-purple cartridge shells lay in the wet grass.

“She couldn’t see well enough to get away while she had a chance?” I asked.

“Few see that well,” said Angel, and when he looked at me this time I saw, in the gleam of his shadowy eyes, a depth of wanting that promised heaven.

We kept to a well-worn trail Angel called the warning track. Walking, we lifted our faces to scale the double high-wire fences but stayed well inside the dead line, the line beyond which any prisoner would be shot. Angel pointed to where a man had been picked off by the tower guard “before his hands were even bloodied by the razor wire.”

I squinted up through the rain, beyond the gun towers, to the sky. Angel slid his hand in under my thin coat, cupping my breasts, milking my nipples between his thumb and forefinger, and I felt the wet silk of my panties sticking to me where I was open, and a thin seam of silk rubbing back and forth across my clitoris with every step. I told Angel we had too much to lose, including our visits. But then the lights went down, he lifted the hem of the tablecloth with his foot, and pushed me under.

Beneath the table, in a private world, I sat hugging my knees, feeling lost and uncomfortable. The Inmate Committee, in charge of all forms of entertainment, had transformed the space under the table into a low-ceilinged motel room. We had a foam mattress, two arsenic-green blankets, and a pillow, upon which someone had placed a long-stemmed rose. My mouth felt dry. How was I going to give Angel that blow job? I longed for those lozenges and thought about the editor from Elle who’d phoned a few months ago asking for reminiscences of “my most embarrassing sexual encounter” for their Valentine’s Day issue. I’d been unable to come up with anything, but now, as I sat composing the story in my head, I concluded a guard must have seen me and apprehended Angel. I would be forced to wait it out under the table until such time as they chose to humiliate me publicly; precisely the ending I needed for my date from hell for Elle.

I felt a hand go over my eyes, then (the smell of him!) Angel began kissing me all over my face and head, sniffing my hair along the part line. When he took his hands away from my eyes, I saw he was wearing dry clothes.

“I went back to my house to change,” he said, laughing, taking off his jacket and draping it over my shoulders. “Your dress is soaked,” he said. “Wear this, too.” He began to unbutton his shirt.

He peeled back the blanket, gave me his dry shirt, and made me get under the covers. The movie had begun, and the man who’d been tuning his guitar began strumming on it so passionately that Angel and I could no longer talk. Then the projector shut down and the lights went back on. The voices up above us grew louder, as if an argument were taking place.

“Something’s up,” said Angel. “It sounds like there’s a problem with the projector.”

“The lights have come on,” I said. “How are we going to get out of here without someone seeing us? What sort of person will they think I am?”

“No one is going to blame you,” Angel said. “The guards will just think I corrupted you. They think all inmates are criminals.”

He put his arms around me as if to reassure me. Then he saw the watch I was wearing and asked if it was a gift. He didn’t say “from another man,” but I could hear it in his question. I unstrapped it from my wrist and said yes, a gift for him. It was guaranteed to be shockproof and never to lose time.

“I’ve never owned a watch that didn’t break down,” he said. “I think watches get nervous being on my wrist.”

I pushed him back so I could move my pillow away from the end of the table, where a pair of knees was invading our love nest.

“This one comes with a lifetime warranty,” I said.

Angel settled his body back alongside mine and blew a strand of hair out of my face. He shifted again so his chin rested on my shoulder blade. The person with the intruding knees began tapping his feet and calling for more music.

It was growing stuffier under the table, and neither of us had enough legroom. But I’d waited long enough: I slipped my arms out of my dress, pulled him close to me, and kissed him, for a long time. He took my hand and guided it to his cock. “My respect for you knows no limits.”

I unzipped his trousers. Erotic texts from ancient India claim there is a definite relationship between the size of an erect penis and the destiny of its owner.
